James, Hammer Museum (Off-Site Exhibition), Los Angeles, CA (2016); Flatlands, 
curated by Laura Phipps and Elisabeth Sherman, Whitney Museum of American Art, 
New York, NY (2016); Unorthodox, The Jewish Museum, New York, NY (2016); and 
Greater New York, MoMA PS1, Long Island City, NY (2015). 
 
Billy Grant was born in Virginia in 1984. He is a painter and video artist who lives in 
Brooklyn, NY. He is a founding member of the US art collective Dearraindrop. Grant 
recently became a member of the art collective "george De george" along with fellow 
collaborators Jamian Juliano-Villani and Brian Belott.
